Children come up  to hear a story…

I Samuel 17

David and Goliath     (To Enya Music)

You see, Faith knows no age.

For the adults here, the scripture for this morning comes from Matthew 19:13-15

But to prepare you for it, we must see what the context is by looking at the end of Matthew 18.

At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, "Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?" And calling to him a child, he put him in the midst of them and said, "Truly, I say to you, unless you turn and become like children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. Whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven. "Whoever receives one such child in my name receives me, but whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to have a great millstone fastened around his neck and to be drowned in the depth of the sea.
– Matthew 18:1-6
Then Matthew 19 begins with Jesus being questioned about Divorce.
In Luke 18, our quote from Jesus is proceeded by a story of a praying tax collector and Pharisee.
Then children were brought to him that he might lay his hands on them and pray. The disciples rebuked the people, but Jesus said, "Let the little children come to me and do not hinder them, for to such belongs the kingdom of heaven." And he laid his hands on them and went away.  – Matthew 19:13-15
This is then followed by: Hard for the rich to enter the kingdom-Rich young ruler
What does this mean?
Simplicity.  – Faith can not be reasoned or analyzed!  It is humble, it trusts.
Last week we learned that a disciple is one who analyzes teachings to understand, but faith is not a teaching, it is the simple trust that the giver of those teachings is true and good.

There is no one more perfect in the eyes of a child than their mother or father, that is until we give them reason to know we are flawed. Children believe until given reason to mistrust.

Adults, on the other hand, mistrust until given proof to believe. We believe truth is flawed unless we can be given proof that God is perfect.

The seventy-two returned with joy, saying, "Lord, even the demons are subject to us in your name!" And he said to them, "I saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. Behold, I have given you authority to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall hurt you. Nevertheless, do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rejoice that your names are written in heaven." In that same hour he rejoiced in the Holy Spirit and said, "I thank you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that you have hidden these things from the wise and understanding and revealed them to little children; yes, Father, for such was your gracious will.  – Luke 10:17-21
